I would like to inform you that the Canadian Field Epidemiology Program (CFEP) will renew its Veterinary Affiliate program in 2012. The purpose of the program is to provide the Veterinary Affiliate with training in applied epidemiology, experience in public health field investigation, and foster interdisciplinary collaborations. 

The Veterinary Affiliate will attend the three-week Epidemiology in Action Course 2012 next September in Ottawa and will have the opportunity to be mobilised with a CFEP Field Epidemiologist to assist in a public health field investigation in Canada. 

In order to be considered for the Veterinary Affiliate position, candidates must have a veterinary medicine diploma from a university accredited by the American Veterinary Medical Association; completed graduate courses in epidemiology and/or biostatistics; and be working on a thesis project related to public health (i.e., studying a zoonotic disease or a disease that has a public health importance). 

We are requesting the five Canadian veterinary schools’ collaboration to promote this opportunity to their students. Please feel free to circulate this information to your colleagues who are supervising veterinarians completing graduate studies. 

Please be aware that the call for application (including the application forms) will be sent directly to you via email this winter.
